Registration Requirements 
 

• Proof of Address (Utility bill current within 30 days) 
• Birth Certificate 
• Social Security Card 
• Vaccination Record (State Law requires students to be fully immunized against disease as mandated by the Texas 

Board of Health prior to registration) 
• Photo ID of the person registering the student 
• Withdrawal from or last report card from previous school (if coming from another school district) 
• For a child to qualify for Pre-Kindergarten the child must be four years old on or  before September 1st, and must 

be either limited English proficient (child will be tested during registration) or educationally disadvantaged.  To 
qualify for educationally disadvantaged please bring pay stubs for the last two (2) months for everyone in the 
household.
